Your faithful and earnest prayers make a difference and are appreciated by all. 

WHAT DOES THE LENTEN BANNER MEAN?  Despite numerous other variations in details 
concerning Jesusô suffering and death, it is interesting that all four Gospels include in their accounts 
the details regarding Jesusô prophesy that Peter would deny the Lord three times before the cock 
crowed.  Peter has so confidently stated, ñThough they all fall away because of you, I will never fall,ò 
(Matt. 26: 33, 35).  Yet when the danger became real, Peter denied three times that he ever knew 
Jesus (Matt. 26: 69-75).  Like many other details concerning Jesusô last earthly days, this event led 
easily to a symbol, one of denial and betrayal in this case. That symbol, the rooster, is rendered in our 
Lenten banner in the color purple, which suggests penitence and sorrow.  During Lent, the rooster 
became a herald, announcing the suffering that was to follow.  It is a solemn reminder of Jesusô last 
days, abandoned by friends and facing a cruel death.  Our banner was made by former member Alta 
Kumagai.

TWIN RIVERS ROAD WATER MAIN REPLACEMENT PROJECT 
 

A Howard County construction project to remove and replace corroding water main along 

the eastbound lane of Twin Rivers Road between Governor Warfield Parkway and Harpers 

Farm Road in Columbia is scheduled to begin on or about Monday, February 17. Work will 

include the installation of 5,000 linear feet 12-inch water main. Weather permitting, the 

project is expected to be completed by mid-August 2020. 
 

As temporary traffic delays can be expected throughout the project, signs and flagging 

operations will be in place to direct traffic as needed during construction hours, Monday 

through Friday, 8:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m.

COVID (Corona Virus) - 19 PREVENTION AND TREATMENT 

TIPS 
 

¶ Avoid close contact with people who are sick.

WHAT DOES THE LENTEN BANNER MEAN?  Despite numerous other variations in details 
concerning Jesusô suffering and death, it is interesting that all four Gospels include in their accounts 
the details regarding Jesusô prophesy that Peter would deny the Lord three times before the cock 
crowed.  Peter has so confidently stated, ñThough they all fall away because of you, I will never fall,ò 
(Matt. 26: 33, 35).  Yet when the danger became real, Peter denied three times that he ever knew 
Jesus (Matt. 26: 69-75).  Like many other details concerning Jesusô last earthly days, this event led 
easily to a symbol, one of denial and betrayal in this case. That symbol, the rooster, is rendered in our 
Lenten banner in the color purple, which suggests penitence and sorrow.  During Lent, the rooster 
became a herald, announcing the suffering that was to follow.  It is a solemn reminder of Jesusô last 
days, abandoned by friends and facing a cruel death.  Our banner was made by former member Alta 
Kumagai.

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Planning and Preparedness Against the Spread of COVID-19 (Coronavirus) 

March 4, 2020 -- Bishop LaTrelle Easterling 
 

To the clergy and laity of the Baltimore-Washington Conference: 
 

As our global community is dealing with COVID-19, also known as the coronavirus, it is our 

responsibility to be prepared and to act with the health and welfare of our conference in mind. It is also 

imperative that we rely on credible sources of information. 
 

At this time, it is understood that this virus spreads through person-to-person contact. That includes 

respiratory droplets produced when a person sneezes or coughs. A secondary source of infection can 

occur when we come into contact with those droplets on surfaces and then touch our mouth, nose, or eyes. 

The best way to limit the spread of any disease is through proper preventive measures.  
 

Preparedness at this time includes: 
 

Personal 

Á Use thorough hand-washing protocol (wash with soap and water for at least two minutes). 

Á Remain at home if you are symptomatic with fever or upper respiratory illnesses. 

Á Follow the proper cough protocol (into sleeve, use tissues, dispose of tissues properly, wash hands). 

Á If you have traveled to an area on increased alert for COVID-19 and you feel sick, seek medical 

attention. 
 

Communal 

Á Those serving Communion should wash hands thoroughly, and use hand sanitizer. 

Á When serving Communion, refrain from intinction at this time. 

Á Use wafers or pre-cut bread for Communion. 

Á Serve the Communion elements rather than allowing others to serve themselves. 

Á Do not shake hands during times of greeting or the passing of the peace. 

Á Anyone serving food should follow hand-washing protocol and be in good health. 

Á Ensure you have a good communication system for sharing vital information quickly. 

Á Purchase hand sanitizer for use during any times of serving (Communion, food, pantries, etc.). 
 

At this time, there is no need to interrupt your regularly scheduled services. If we receive information to 

the contrary, it will be shared immediately.  
 

The operations of the Conference Mission Center can be conducted remotely. Therefore, if we are 

required to work from home, we will be able to continue providing support to our laity and clergy.

3 Now there was a Pharisee named Nicodemus, a leader of the Jews. 2 He came to Jesus 

by night and said to him, “Rabbi, we know that you are a teacher who has come from 

God; for no one can do these signs that you do apart from the presence of God.” 3 Jesus 

answered him, “Very truly, I tell you, no one can see the kingdom of God without being 

born from above.” 4 Nicodemus said to him, “How can anyone be born after having 

grown old? Can one enter a second time into the mother’s womb and be born?” 5 Jesus 

answered, “Very truly, I tell you, no one can enter the kingdom of God without being 

born of water and Spirit. 6 What is born of the flesh is flesh, and what is born of the Spirit 

is spirit. 7 Do not be astonished that I said to you, ‘You must be born from above.’ 8 The 

wind blows where it chooses, and you hear the sound of it, but you do not know where it 

comes from or where it goes. So it is with everyone who is born of the Spirit.” 9 

Nicodemus said to him, “How can these things be?” 10 Jesus answered him, “Are you a 

teacher of Israel, and yet you do not understand these things? 
11 “Very truly, I tell you, we speak of what we know and testify to what we have seen; yet 

you do not receive our testimony. 12 If I have told you about earthly things and you do not 

believe, how can you believe if I tell you about heavenly things? 13 No one has ascended 

into heaven except the one who descended from heaven, the Son of Man. 14 And just as 

Moses lifted up the serpent in the wilderness, so must the Son of Man be lifted up, 15 that 

whoever believes in him may have eternal life. 
16 “For God so loved the world that he gave his only Son, so that everyone who believes 

in him may not perish but may have eternal life. 
17 “Indeed, God did not send the Son into the world to condemn the world, but in order 

that the world might be saved through him.
